Welcome!

Dear Parents,

For the past several years, Mrs. Hanekamp has taught band at BCA. She will not be continuing this
year, however, and will be missed. We have appreciated all that she has done at the school. | am thrilled
to be able to continue the musical legacy at BCA as we work together toward musical excellence.

| am very excited to have the privilege of being able to lead the Band class this year and work with the
grade 7 and 8 students. There will be some exciting and necessary changes to the Band classes at
BCA.

Firstly, the grade 7 and 8 classes will be taught separately and students will have three 40-minute
classes per week. Two of these classes will be Band and one class will be Vocal. Itis expected
that every student practice regularly to ensure proper progress as practice is crucial to developing skill
and technique on their instrument. There will be a “Practice Sheet” that must be signed by their parent
each week. Students will periodically be given written assignments throughout the year to be completed
outside of class time.

Grading:

The revised and improved Ontario Arts Document will be used for grading this year. | will use a rubric
consisting of levels 1-4 for grading purposes. Level 1 “identifies achievement that falls much below the
provincial standard, while still reflecting a passing grade.” Level 2 “identifies achievement that
approaches the standard.” Level 3 identifies achievement that meets all or almost all of the provincial
standard. Level 4 “indicates that the student has achieved all or almost all of the expectations for that
grade and that he or she demonstrates the ability to use the knowledge and skills specified for that grade
in more sophisticated ways than students achieving at level 3.” (quotes from the Ontario Arts Document
2009) Level 4 corresponds to an A, level 3 to a B, level 2 to a C and level 4 to a D on the report card.

Instruments:

Students must bring their instruments to class and be ready to fully participate. Much of the
assessment for the Band curriculum is performance based.

All instruments must be rented or purchased outside of the school. Music stores such as Long and
McQuade (located on Mainway between Guelph and Walkers) will assist in the renting of or purchasing
of an instrument. You can ask them about their rent-to-own procedure if need be.

Periodically instruments are available through Walmart and Costco. Family members and friends can
also be a great source of instruments. New students to the school should wait until they have had a
chance to consult with me before renting their instrument. All returning students who will continue playing
the same instrument as they did last year can begin the rental process for September. All students are
requiredtohaveafi St andar ds o fd bBokorel Theboeks may be ordered through me at
the beginning of the year for $5.00 (order forms to follow in September) or purchased directly from Long
and McQuade for those students that need this book.

3. To expect and enable our students to continually strive for excellence, striving to reach their God-
given potential in every aspect of their education and in their personal development.

4, To provide top level (both provincial and Olympic level) coaches and instructors in sport specific
training, fitness and the recreational sports ALPA offers. These coaches and instructors will have strong
athletic background and the necessary understanding to teach 12-14 year old athletes effectively.

5. To provide instruction and encouragement to promote significant development of individual skills
and team strategies.

6. To promote and instruct students on improvement of overall fitness. This will include regular
fitness instruction, health classes, sports science, fitness testing and ongoing evaluation of individual
progress.
